Supervision of BYU students 

Students are assigned to assist and teach in partnership schools during various practica experiences.  Each semester I coordinate placements, train cooperating teachers, and supervise multiple students in their practicum settings.
CPSE 300 – Elementary Education students volunteer at least 12 hours to help a student with a disability in a regular classroom.
CPSE 403/203 – Potential students volunteer in two different special education settings to gain experience before applying to the special education program in our department.
CPSE 446R and 447R - Students give approximately 20 hours during the semester to assist teachers and students in academic and employment related transition settings.

CPSE 466R – Teacher candidates participate in a six-week summer practicum by teaching a small group of special education district pupils under close supervision by district and university personnel. 
CPSE 486R and 487R – Student teachers perform duties in all aspects of teaching under the direction of a cooperating teacher and a university supervisor.  This is typically a full semester, full day experience.
CPSE 496R – Intern teachers have a regular class load and responsibility for these students in special education for the entire school year.  This teacher is given support by a district mentor and a university supervisor all year.
